Andrea Bocelli 30: A Celebration trailer transcript

Further quick cut clips play. We see Andrea Bocelli performing with a guest followed by a series of
clips of people dancing.

‘In the heart of Tuscany’ appears in text with drone footage of Tuscany in the background.
A clip of Andrea Bocelli and a friend on horseback plays.

‘The world’s most beloved tenor’ appears in text with three people clapping and playing instruments
in the background.

A voiceover comes in and says “Sitting there in the rehearsals, with the best of the best and | was
like, wow, this is like an all-star party”.

During the voiceover, a series of quick cut clips play. The first is of actor Russell Crowe singing,
followed by Andrea Bocelli performing with a guest and a pianist. A further clip of Andrea Bocelli
singing with a guest leaning on his shoulder, before further clips of pianist Lang Lang, guitarist Brian
May applauding the crown with Andrea Bocelli and three people including the Kardhashian sisters
laughing in conversation.

A series of further quick cut clips play of a dancer pirouetting on stage followed by a conductor.
[Audio: Nessun Dorma performed by Andrea Bocelli and Luciana Pavarotti]

‘Featuring historic duets’ appears in text with an orchestra in the background. A visual of Luciana
Pavarotti appears.

‘Special appearances’ appears in text with clips of Andrea Bocelli and Will Smith performing in the
background.

To see so many people coming
together, coming from every part of the world, altogether in peace, is beautiful”.



During the voiceover, a series of quick cut clips play. The first is a wide shot of three horses running
alongside a path with woodland in the background. The next is a clips of a dinner party where guests
are toasting, cutting to a close-up shot of Brian May with a glass. A guest raises Andrea Bocelli’s arm
on stage followed by a clip of Johnny Depp performing with an acoustic guitar alongside Andrea
Bocelli. Further clips include Jon Batiste singing, Ed Sheeran playing guitar, Shania Twain walking on
stage and a pianist performing and singing. The voiceover ends on a wide shot of Andrea Bocelli
performing ahead of a close-up of a young person and Andrea Bocelli singing.

Further quick cut clips play including Andrea Bocelli and a guest dancing in front of an orchestra,
Sofia Carson taking a box as Andrea Bocelli holds an acoustic guitar and a guest kisses Andrea Bocelli
on the forehead.

The next clip pans to a drone shot of the Teatro del Silenzio where you can see the orchestra and
audience as well as the screen of Andrea Bocelli singing. This is followed by a close-up of Andrea
Bocelli singing as the text ‘The performance of a lifetime’ appears.

The video fades to a dark screen where text reads ‘Starting in cinemas November 16. Get tickets at
fathomevents.com’. Four logos are listed along the bottom for impact productions, Mercury Studios,
Maverick and Fathom.
